Punjab Police arrest parents of gangster Goldy 

Brar in a 2024 extortion and threat case
Deoria. (Agency)

The opposition from the upper caste 
community is intensifying against 
t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  G r a n t s  
Commiss ion  (UGC)  ru l e s  
implemented to promote equality 
in higher education institutions.

The University Grants Commission 
Regulations, 2026 were notified 
on January 13, 2026. These 
regulations are an updated version 
of the anti-discrimination rules in 
effect since 2012.

After the implementation of this 
rule, protests against it have 
intensified, including on social 
media, with people claiming the 
rule will put pressure on students 
from the upper caste community.

On the implementation of the UGC 
rule, senior Bharatiya Janata Party 
(BJP) leader and former union 
Minister Kalraj Mishra told UNI 
that there should be no caste-based 
discrimination in any educational 
institution. "This rule will create 
discrimination among students 
and will also affect equality. 
Harmony will end, and separatist 
tendencies will increase."

The former Governor of Himachal 
Pradesh and Rajasthan said that 
t he  gove rnmen t  needs  to  
reconsider this rule.

Last year in February, the UGC 
released a draft version of these 
rules for public suggestions. In 
this, Other Backward Classes 
(OBCs) were excluded from the 
s c o p e  o f  c a s t e - b a s e d  
discrimination, and the definition 
of discrimination was unclear.

The draft rules also proposed that 
false complaints of discrimination 
should be 'discouraged' and a 
provision for penalties was 
included.

In the final notified rules, the UGC 
has included OBCs within the 
s c o p e  o f  c a s t e - b a s e d  
discrimination and removed the 
provis ion related to  false  
complaints.

A provision prevents institutions 
from establishing or maintaining 
separate academic systems or 
institutions for students or groups 
based on caste, creed, religion, 
language, ethnicity, gender, and 
disability.

There is a provision mentioning 
e i g h t  d i f f e r e n t  t y p e s  o f  
discrimination against Scheduled 
Castes and Scheduled Tribes in the 
admission and acceptance process.

Mohali. (Agency)
Taking a significant step towards strengthening civic 

services and sanitation infrastructure, the Mohali 
Municipal Corporation has rolled out major reforms 
aimed at improving cleanliness, transparency, and 
efficiency in municipal functioning.

 Municipal Commissioner Parminder Pal Singh 
Sandhu said that in compliance with the directions 
of the “National Green Tribunal (NGT)” and the 
“Punjab Pollution Control 
Board (PPCB)”, the Municipal 
Corporation has awarded a fresh 
tender for “door-to-door waste 
collection”. The new system 
will ensure proper segregation 
of waste and its scientific 
disposal, a move expected to 
result in cleaner localities and 
s t r o n g e r  e n v i r o n m e n t a l  
protection across the city. To 
enhance accountability and 
transparency, Sandhu said the 
corporation has also implemented an “Aadhaar-
based online attendance system”. This system will 
apply to employees across all departments, 
including sanitation and solid waste management 
staff. Under the new mechanism, employees will be 
able to mark attendance through their mobile 
phones directly from their actual place of duty, 
enabling real-time monitoring of field staff and 

improving the quality and efficiency of civic 
services. “These initiatives reflect the corporation’s 
commitment towards efficiency, transparency, and 
adop t ion  o f  modern  t echno logy,”  the  
Commissioner said, adding, “Our objective is to 
develop Mohali as a clean, well-organised and 
sustainable city.”Earlier,  the Municipal 
Corporation had unanimously passed a resolution 
stating that sanitation workers already engaged in 

door-to-door waste collection 
would be adjusted by the new 
company awarded the tender. 
As per the resolution, these 
workers will receive online 
salaries directly into their 
proper bank accounts and will 
a l s o  b e  p r o v i d e d  w i t h  
necessary facilities, including 
safety gear. 

Reassuring city residents, 
Sandhu said that all reforms are 
being implemented with a 

focus on public convenience and strengthening the 
city’s civic infrastructure, ensuring better and more 
effective delivery of municipal services. 
Meanwhile, Punjab Safai Mazdoor Federation 
general secretary Pawan Goyal, in a press note, 
announced that sanitation workers would go on an 
“indefinite strike” starting January 26, opposing the 
new system and tender process.

Lucknow . (Agency)
District police today arrested four 

youths for the brutal murder of a 16-
year-old girl in the Para police 
station area over an argument.

The accused allegedly strangled the 
girl inside a car and later placed her 
body on a railway track to make the 
murder appear as a suicide, police 
said today. According to police, the 
main accused, 20-year-old Anshu 
Gautam alias Lucky, had befriended 
the girl through Instagram and 
called her to meet on January 13. 
During the meeting, an argument 
broke out, following which Anshu, 
along with his three friends, 
strangled her to death inside the 
moving vehicle.

The girl was reported missing on 
January 13, and her mother filed an 
abduction case the next day, alleging 
that Anshu had lured her daughter 
away. Police arrested Anshu on 
January 25. During interrogation, he 
initially misled the police but later 
confessed to the murder. Based on 
his statement, his accomplices — 
Aashiq Yadav, Rishu Yadav and 
Vaibhav Singh Rajput — were 
arrested on January 26. All four have 
been sent to jail. SHO Suresh Singh 

said the accused placed the body on 
a railway track in the Sarojini Nagar 
area to destroy evidence and make it 
appear as a suicide. The victim's 
head was severed when a train ran 
over the body. The accused also 
smashed and discarded their mobile 
phones to hide their identities.

Police revealed that Anshu was in a 
relationship with the victim, but she 
had also started talking to his friend 
Aashiq Yadav. Unaware that both 
men were friends, the girl continued 
communicating with them, which 
the accused allegedly considered an 
insult and planned her murder.

After the arrests, the victim's family 
staged a protest at the police station, 
demanding capital punishment for 
the accused. The victim's mother 
alleged police negligence, stating 
that when she filed the missing 
complaint, officers claimed her 
daughter was safe and possibly 
travelling.

She demanded the death penalty for all 
accused, saying, "We could not even 
see our daughter's body. We want 
death in return for death."

Police have assured the family of a fair 
investigation and strict legal action 
against all those involved.

Ludhiana . (Agency)
Following a recent case in which 

international singer B Prak and 
Akali Dal Mohali in-charge 
Parvinder Singh Sohana received 
threat calls, another alarming 
incident has surfaced, underlining 
the growing menace of extortion in 
the city.

In the latest case, a Sector 79 resident 
has alleged that he received death 
threats and an extortion demand of 
Rs 2 crore through WhatsApp calls 
originating from foreign numbers. 
Acting promptly on the complaint, 
the Sohana police has registered a 
case against unidentified persons.

According to details, Prakash 
Thakur, a resident of house no. 
1545, Sector 79, Mohali, lodged a 
complaint with the Senior 
Superintendent of Police (SSP). 
He stated that on January 5, 2026, 
he received multiple threatening 

WhatsApp calls from international 
numbers. The callers allegedly 
used abusive language and 
demanded Rs 2 crore, warning that 
failure to pay would result in harm 
to him and his family.

T h e  c o m p l a i n a n t  s a i d  t h e  
threatening calls were received at 

approximately 5:42 pm and 5:59 
pm. He added that the repeated 
threats have left his family under 
severe mental stress and fear. The 
vict im has submit ted cal l  
recordings and call logs to the 
police as evidence.

Taking cognisance of the complaint, 

ASI Prashant Sharma of Sohana 
police station, during preliminary 
inquiry, termed the incident a 
serious offence. Accordingly, a 
case has been registered against 
unknown persons under sections 
308(4) and 351(3) of the Bharatiya 
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS).

Police officials confirmed that the 
FIR has been registered, and 
copies have been forwarded to the 
area magistrate and senior police 
officers. The Mohali Control 
Room has also been informed. “A 
techn ica l  inves t iga t ion  i s  
underway to trace the callers’ 
location and establish their 
identity,” the police said.

The incident has once again brought 
focus on the increasing use of 
in te rna t iona l  numbers  for  
extortion threats, raising concerns 
over the rise of cyber-enabled 
crimes in the region.

Punjabis feed nation, fought in freedom struggle but repeatedly 
denied dues: CM Bhagwant Mann in Republic Day speech

Jalandhar . (Agency)
Punjab Chief Minister Bhagwant Mann said 

Monday that despite making the highest 
sacrifices during India’s freedom struggle 
and playing a decisive role in filling the 
country’s food granaries, the state continues 
to face discrimination and denial of its 
rightful dues.

After unfurling the Tricolour on the occasion of 
the 77th Republic Day in Hoshiarpur and 
inspecting the parade, Mann recalled the 
state’s historic role in nation-building. 
“Punjabis made the most sacrifices during 
the freedom struggle. When the country was 
divided, Punjab suffered the most. Punjabis 
have played a crucial role in the country’s 
progress.”

Highlighting the region’s contribution to 
national food security, the chief minister said 
the state had supplied 156 lakh metric tonnes 
of rice to the central pool at the cost of its own 
natural resources. “We suffered damage to 

our natural resources for the country’s 
progress. Our groundwater level went 
down, our rivers became polluted. Our 
state kept facing injustice repeatedly. 
Even today, we are forced to take the 
route of courts.”

‘Forced to struggle to get what is ours’
Mann accused the Centre of withholding 

Punjab’s legitimate financial rights, 
particularly the Rural Development 
Fund (RDF). “The very Constitution 
whose day we are celebrating today 
clearly mentions the rights of all states. 
Yet, we are forced to struggle to get 
what is rightfully ours.”

He also alleged attempts to curtail the state’s 
access to water through the Bhakra Beas 
Management Board (BBMB). “A conspiracy 
was hatched to take away Punjab’s rights 
through the BBMB, but we did not allow it to 
succeed.” Referring to changes in the 
framework of the Mahatma Gandhi National 

Rural  Employment  Guarantee Act  
(MGNREGA), the Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) 
leader said the restructuring had directly 
affected livelihoods. “The Centre did not just 
change the name of MGNREGA, it altered its 
entire structure. This has put the livelihoods 
of Scheduled Caste (SC) people and workers 
at risk. At present, 19.55 lakh MGNREGA 

workers are registered in Punjab, of 
which 12.65 lakh belong to SC families.”

Warning against attempts to divide the 
state, Mann said Punjab’s social harmony 
had repeatedly been targeted but would 
never be broken. “Some divisive forces 
are spreading false propaganda to divide 
Punjab. But Punjabis will never allow 
these designs to succeed. Brotherhood in 
Punjab is strong. Many times, bombs and 
bullets were used to break this harmony. 
Punjabis are people who wish well for 
everyone. Gurbani is played here on lakhs 
of loudspeakers.”

Fight on against crime, drugs
On law and order, Mann issued a stern warning 

to criminal elements. “Gangsters should 
come out of the world of crime. A strict 
warning is being issued… Otherwise, they 
will have to face serious consequences. 
Those who provide them shelter or support 
will not be spared.”

Chandigarh . (Agency)
The Punjab Police said Tuesday they have arrested 

the parents of Canada-based gangster Goldy 
Brar in connection with a 2024 case involving 
extortion demands and death threats from a hotel 
near the Golden Temple in Amritsar.

Senior police officers confirmed that Shamsher 
Singh and his wife, Preetkala Kaur, residents of 
Aadesh Nagar on Kotkapura Road in Muktsar, 
were arrested Monday morning.

“We arrested his parents from Amritsar on 
Monday morning. They were produced in the 
court on Monday itself, and we got a one-day 
police remand. They will be produced again 
today to get further police remand,” Abhimanyu 
Rana, Senior Superintendent of Police, Muktsar, 
said.“Shamsher Singh was dismissed from the 
police department in 2021. An FIR was lodged 
against him at that time for collecting extortion 
money on behalf of his son. They had no source 
of income now but were maintaining a good 
lifestyle, indicating that they were surviving on 
extortion money,” Rana said. Rana added that 
they will investigate if Brar made extortion calls 
to others as well. A case has been registered 
against the accused under sections 308(4), 

351(1) and 351(3) of the Bharatiya Nyaya 
Sanhita (BNS). These sections deal with 
extortion, criminal intimidation, and threats 
involving danger to life or grievous harm.

The case stems from a complaint filed by Satnam 
Singh, an employee of the Punjab Education 
Department and a resident of Udekaran village 
in Muktsar.

According to the complaint, Satnam Singh 
received a WhatsApp call on November 27, 
2024, from an international number while he 
was at work. The caller allegedly introduced 
himself as a member of the Bambiha gang and 

demanded ₹50 lakh from him.
The caller further threatened to kill Satnam Singh 

and his family if the money was not paid and 
claimed to possess detailed information about 
his residence and family members. Out of fear, 
the complainant initially refrained from 
approaching the police but later lodged a formal 
complaint at the Sadar police station, 
accompanied by his brother Gursevak Singh.

Police sources in Muktsar said Goldy Brar and the 
Bambiha gang were operating in coordination at 
the time the FIR was registered.

During the course of the investigation, the police 
found that Goldy Brar’s parents did not have any 
substantial independent source of income and 
were allegedly dependent on money generated 
through extortion activities, which led to their 
nomination in the case. The police sources stated 
that Shamsher Singh is a dismissed government 
employee.

The police said further investigation is underway 
to establish the financial trail, and the extent of 
the accused persons’ involvement in the 
extortion network. Goldy Brar is one of the 
accused in the murder of popular Punjabi singer 
Sidhu Moosewala in May 2022.

Land Reforms 
department official 
arrested in Sonarpur on 
rape charges

In a shocking incident, a Land Reforms 

Department official was arrested for 
allegedly raping a girl for a prolonged period 
at Sonarpur in North 24 Parganas, West 
Bengal. The man was arrested on Monday 
night following a complaint filed by the 
survivor's family.

The accused was known to the woman's family 
through personal connections, which he 
allegedly exploited to commit the crime.

According to the complaint, the official 
allegedly sexually assaulted the woman over 
a prolonged period. The survivor has also 
alleged that she was blackmailed with 
objectionable photographs and videos, which 
were threatened to be circulated on social 
media. The woman told the police that her 
father is a plumber who had gone to the 
accused's residence in 2019 for pipeline 
repair work. Through this, the two families 
became close. She alleged that during this 
period, the official took her to places away 
from home on multiple occasions and raped 
her. The survivor further claimed that she was 
a minor at the time of the alleged assaults.

The matter came to light recently when 
preparations for the woman's marriage began.

She alleged that the accused himself went to the 
prospective groom's house and disclosed the 
incidents, following which the marriage was 
called off.

The newly constructed building currently lies unused and is being guarded by four security personnel, with all work at a standstill.

Minor driver injures 
two on Nashik's 
Gangapur road

A disturbing hit-and-run incident has come to 

light in Nashik's Gangapur Road area, where 
a speeding car rammed into a motorcycle 
from behind, seriously injuring two riders.

The incident was captured on CCTV, and the 
footage has since gone viral.

The accident occurred in an upscale area of the 
city. According to preliminary information, 
the two youths were travelling on their 
motorcycle when a car approaching at high 
speed struck them with great force.

The impact threw both riders into the air, 
leaving them critically injured. They are 
currently undergoing treatment at a nearby 
hospital. After the collision, the driver fled 
the scene. However, CCTV cameras in the 
area recorded the entire incident, helping 
police trace the vehicle involved.

Gangapur police swiftly launched an 
investigation and identified the car. It was 
later revealed that the driver was a minor and 
the son of a government employee.

The juvenile has been taken into custody, and 
legal proceedings have been initiated in 
accordance with the law. Police officials 
stated that further investigation is underway.

The Ishar Singh Commission had stated that former SGPC chief secretary Roop Singh 
was negligent in performing his duties, and recommended action against him.

As per police sources, a CCTV footage of the area has 
revealed that two persons riding a scooter (Activa), and firing 

gunshots. The assailants then escaped from the spot.

The case against the parents of Goldy Brar stems from a complaint filed by Satnam Singh, an employee of the 
Punjab Education Department and a resident of the Udekaran village in Muktsar.
